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PR & fundraising department is primarily responsible for advancing public relationship and raising funds
for Huaxia Chinese School’ s various activities. With its members’ diligence and the help from other
departments and branch schools, the department has raised significant amount for a variety of events during
the 2009-2010 school year, such as the annual Teacher’ s Conference, the Huaxia 15th Anniversary
Celebration, and the 2010 Track and Field Games. Financial fundraising ability greatly enhances Huaxia’ s
educational programs and provides the best possible services to Huaxia community, especially to the over
6,000 students enrolled in Huaxia’ s 19 branches. In addition, the PR & fundraising department has
reached out to local communities. It has invited many VIPs from the US governments, local townships, the
Consulate—General of People’ s Republic of China in New York, and many other organizations to attend

a variety of Huaxia events, resulting in a very positive exposure of Huaxia Chinese School to the local
communities. The department aims to continue promoting Huaxia Chinese School’ s public image and
brand through various venues, as well as seeking sponsorship from both private and public sectors.

HF

Huaxia Chinese School (HXCS) is the product of increasing demand for learning Chinese. Founded in

1995 HXCS has expanded to 19 branches across four states — New Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania and
Connecticut with nearly 7000 students currently at school. The HXCS students dedicate their weekends

to learn Chinese language and Chinese culture and acquired Chinese language skills necessary for basic
communication and foundation for advanced learning. HXCS’ success was impossible without joint efforts
of hard working teachers and students as well as numerous volunteers.

The annual teachers’ conference serves as major training for teachers and administrators. On October 11,
2009, more than 300 teachers and volunteers from 19 school branches gathered in Verona High School for
the annual event. Some State and local officials were invited to attend the conference showing support and
encouragement to school’ s endeavor. P 4& A K, tFe [E B 20 29 B ARAE 03X ARF announced at the event
that Huaxia was honored as “f L& F w55 4&” . HXCS invited experts, scholars, and teachers to the
conference featuring “Teaching Chinese in the US: Students, Content, and Methods” The participants
explored and exchanged ideas for more effective teaching. The conference featured both keynote speeches
and individual workshops by experts in the field of Chinese teaching and teacher training. The responses from
the participating teachers were very positive.

The HXCS Education Department is obligated to encourage students to provide opportunities for students

to utilize their language skills learned at school. Following the principal “§ & B, TAALL, #®iLF
12”7 established last year, Huaxia Speech Contest was held on January 24, 2010 on three different sites: New
York, Edison, and Plainsboro. With the hard work of students, support from the parents, and dedication from
the principals of the hosting schools, the event was a huge success. Debate Contest was held on April 10
and 11, 2010 in three schools — New York, Central, and South. Around the topic Y X & M %A F+Fik
%5 &) , participating students gained an excellent opportunity to shine by demonstrating their abilities to

use the Chinese language.
The graduation test has always been a hot topic that draws close attention of the parents of graduating

students. This year, the test is scheduled to be held on May 23, 2010. Meanwhile, the 2010 HXCS Education
Department is looking into the possibility of adopting HSK as its test system in the future.
